	· Free-Market Economics. Less Government control and regulation means more wealth for everyone.
· Individual Liberties are the most important aspect, they can only be given up with consent.
· The State should only provide the very basic services required for a functioning democracy.

	· Free-Market Economics, However sometimes it is necessary for Governments to intervene in welfare issues.
· Permissiveness and selfishness under individual rights has gone too far. A Need to revert back to traditional values.
· The State needs to provide tough love. This means enforcing laws and putting National Security forward as a key priority.

	· Christian Democrats are something of a European phenomena. They are essentially Conservative Parties which represent a moralistic view of economic and social issues.
· Notably successful in Germany and as a major Influence on the Republican Party through the Tea Party Movement.
· Christian Democrats are believers in the importance of the family and are opposed to excessive Capitalism and Individualism.
	· A word of warning, Nationalism doesn’t always mean Racism.
· Nationalism is an expression of support for your own country over others.
· The Nationalists felt that the Conservatives weren’t tough on issues such as Immigration and Multiculturalism.
· The more radical Nationalists formed movements such as the Front Nationale (France), National Front and BNP (UK).

	· Neo-Nazism is a response in itself to the failings of the most right wing ideology of them all.
· Whilst it has never gained the wide-spread recognition of Neo-Conservatism and Liberalism it has scored some notable successes such as Austria’s Parliamentary elections  in 2006 where the Freedom Party gained 26% of the National Vote.
· Neo-Nazism is characterised by a outright Rascism, Xenophobia, Anti-Semitism, Homophobia, Radical Nationalism and a rejection of Liberal Democracy.
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
